Strong, Dr. Baker also completed a one-year Heart Failure fellowship.

Born in Cheyenne, WY, Dr. Baker was raised in Hilton, NY. He attended
SUNY-Geneseo, graduating with a bachelors of science degree in Biology. He continued his
education at Louisiana State University (LSU) in New Orleans, earning a doctoral degree in
Neuroscience. Dr. Baker then began his medical training at LSU, first earning his medical
degree, then completing a two-year residency in Internal Medicine. During this time he
experienced first hand the devastating impact of Hurricane Katrina. He was trapped with his
patients in a hospital for five days before being evacuated by rescuers using swamp boats.
Their house destroyed by the hurricane, Dr. Baker and his wife made the decision to return to
New York with a renewed purpose.

“After actually being rescued by some of my patients during Hurricane Katrina,” Dr.
Baker recalled. “It became blatantly obvious to us that the most important component of a
physician’s practice is the patient population. Cortland and the surrounding communities have
some of the hardest working, most self-reliant people in the state. These are type of people |
most want to help and care for.”
